This product may only be applied to active burrows to control rats within 100 feet of buildings and man-made
structures constructed in a manner so as to be vulnerable to commensal rodent invasions and/or to harboring or
attracting rodent infestations provided that infestations of these rodents have been confirmed. Efforts should be
made to remove food trash, garbage, clutter and debris. Bait must be placed no less than 6 inches into active rat
burrows. Do not broadcast bait.

Do not place near or inside ventilation duct openings. Do not contaminate water, food, feedstuffs, food or feed
handling equipment, or milk or meat handling equipment or surfaces that come into direct contact with food. When
used in USDA inspected facilities, this product must be applied in tamper-resistant bait stations.
